In its fifth edition, the FIFV proposes a programming focused on the issue of The Journal (Bitacora). Formerly,
the journal was the book in which marines recorded details of what happened on the boat. Today, these
books have evolved and there are several classifications and resources to develop them: the artist's
notebook, electronic journals. blogs, that include not only the story of a journey but also the ideas,
observations and personal insights.

EXHIBITIONS
